Initiation by interested private
party or Department of

Commerce (DOC) files petition
simultaneously.

ITC investigation
is terminated

International Trade
Commission (ITC) has

45 days to find a
reasonable indication of

a cause of material
harm to the relative
domestic industry.

DOC has 20 days
to determine if

petition is
sufficient.

Petition
Dismissed

ITC investigation
continues

ITC has 120 days from
the DOC preliminary

determination to
determine Final injury to
the domestic industry.

Investigation
ends

DOC has 7 days to issue a
special duty Order after
notification if ITC’s final

determination. Cash now
required to determine
dumping margin or net

subsidy liquidation
suspension continues.

Notice of Initiation of
Investigation published in

Federal Register.

Suspension of
Liquidation for all entries

entered or withdrawn
after date of publication.
Cash or bond required
for estimated dumping
margin or net subsidy.

DOC has 160 days in AD
cases to make a Preliminary
determination that there is a
reasonable basis to suspect
that the imported Mdse. Is
being sold at less than fair

value (LTFV)

DOC has 85 days in CV cases
to make a Preliminary

determination that there is a
reasonable basis to determine

if a subsidy exists.

Decision published in Federal
Register.

DOC makes Final
determination

within 75 days of
preliminary

determination
published in

Federal Register.
Investigation

ends and
liquidation

suspension is
lifted.

ITC has 75 days
